


This past January we visited the Jubilee House. Once Again has worked with 
Jubilee House for more than a decade. About 12 years ago, Once Again and 
Jubilee House, planted a few acres of sesame as a test plot in Nicaragua. A few 
acres of successful sesame seeds planted 12 years ago, has now turned into the 
development of 11 farm cooperatives. Within each co-op, are more than 100 
farms each, nearly 2000 farms total!
